In their request for new mat-

tresses, the Director of Pa-

tient Care Services for Shrin-

ers Hospitals for Children® - 

Salt Lake City noted, “most 

of the beds are over 15 years 

old.  The protective shells on 

many of our mattresses are 

beginning to crack and are 

becoming an infection control 

risk.  We had planned on 

gradually replacing these mat-

tresses, but have been unable 

to due to capital constraints.”

The project came about 

when the Daughters of the 

Nile Foundation Board of 

Directors approached Shrin-

ers Hospitals for Children® 

about unfunded capital re-

quests from the hospitals. All 

of the hospital administrators 

had the opportunity to sub-

mit requests for capital equip-

ment for items where funding 

was not available.   
 

The request for mattresses 

from Salt Lake City was one 

that could be broken down 

into manageable portions, as 

the cost of each mattress was 

$364.00.  Donations arrived 

from members, units, groups 

of members and friends of 

Daughters of the Nile.  The 

original goal was to purchase 

20 mattresses; however, the 

total amount contributed 

allowed the hospital enough
