The Daughters of the 

Nile Foundation as-

sets exceeded $26 

million for the first 

time since the eco-

nomic downturn in 

the Fall of 2007.  

Careful investments, 

increased contribu-

tions and economic 

improvement have 

combined to 

strengthen our abil-

ity and commitment 

to help children.  

Even though the 

world has suffered 

economic, geopoliti-

cal and environmen-

tal shocks in recent 

months, the Conva-

lescent Endowment 

Fund has remained 

strong. 

At the end of the fis-

cal year, the value of 

the Convalescent En-

dowment Fund was 

$25,613,532.33, an 

increase of nearly $5 

million since 2008.  

Combined with con-

tributions to the 

Convalescent Relief 

Account of over 

$403,000, the value 

of Foundation assets 

rose to 

$26,016,667.21.

Meet Danny: A Shriner Success 

Daniel DeMaris (Danny) is a 27-year 

old Shrine child success story from 

the Shriners Hospital for ChildrenÈ-

Portland.  

 

Danny was born in July 1983 with 

Spina Bifida.  When he was two 

days old he had his first major sur-

gery to close the opening in his spine 

and back.  Three surgeries later in 

the summer of 1984, Danny became 

a Shrine child. 

 

At the age of four, Shriners fitted 

him with a bracing system called 

RGOôs (reciprocating gait orthotics).  

These braces were fairly new at the 

time, but proved to be a vital part of 

his young childhood allowing him to 

be up and around with his peers.  His 

braces and crutches were his mode of 

transportation, but for long distances 

he used a wheelchair.  Being main-

streamed into the local elementary 

school, he was in the room and halls 

with the other children walking from 

place to place in the building.  Dur-

ing recess and lunch he typically 

would be in his wheelchair on the 

playground and, just to excite the 

teachers, he would head straight for 

the fence that was down a slight hill 

and at the last minute turn away.  He 

caused more than one teacher to skip 

a heart beat or two! 

 

When Danny was in second grade 

his wheelchair was stolen off his 

familyôs front porch.  Living only 

three blocks from school, he decided 

he would prove a point and walk to 

and from school.  This happened on 

a Thursday and by Monday morning 

the wheelchair was located.  The 

chair had been vandalized by some 

middle school students but only to 

the point of a permanent marker de-

stroying the back, seat and wheels.  

To Danny it was just another 

small bump in the road. 

 

The following year other Shrine 

children received RGOôs and the 

therapists began a class teaching 

them how to put the braces on 

and take them off and how to 

work the hinges so they could 

bend at the hips and knees in 

order to do the simple task of 

sitting down.  The exercise class 

taught them how to fall safely, get up 

without help and do stairs.  One of 

Dannyôs therapists was Larry and he 

had the brilliant idea of taking these 

children skiing.  He used Danny as 

his test model and on a very cold 

snowy day they headed for Mt. Hood 

armed with skis for his feet and skis 

for the walker.  How fun it was for 

Danielôs parents to see him coming 

down the slopes.  Daniel was taken 

fishing, played wheelchair basket-

ball, wheelchair tennis, participated 

in track, and went kayaking all with 

the aid of the Shriners therapy de-

partment. 

 

Danny had many surgeries and sev-
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eral hospitalizations at Shriners dur-

ing his young life.  Once he devel-

oped a sore on his heel from a cast, a 

burn on his knee from a hot pizza 

box and a sore on his tail bone.  With 

the sore on his heel he could not use 

his RGOôs, with the sore on his knee 

he could not crawl and with the sore 

on his tailbone, he could not sit for 

long periods.  His parents were at a 

loss.  Danny had an appointment in 

the clinic and the nurses saw their 

frustration. Knowing there were 

three other children, two of them 

quite young, they offered to admit 

Danny.  The family was so relieved.  

Shriners had a table that allowed him 

to lay on his stomach and wheel him-

self around.  He stayed in the hospi-

tal for three weeks allowing the sores 

to heal and then life went back to 

normal. 
 

Danny was in the middle school 

band playing the trumpet and bari-

tone, and the band was going to Dis-

neyland.  School officials said they 

would provide an aid for Danny so 

he could make the trip.  At the last 

minute the family was told they 

could not provide the aid.  At that 

time, Dannyôs Dad just had neck 

surgery and his Mom could not take 

the trip because of the other children.  

The Shriners therapist Larry, who 

had taken children on the skiing trip, 

agreed on his own time to go along 

with Danny.  The family was so re-

lieved to know Danny would go on 

the weekend trip.  During the trip 

Danny was carried numerous times 

up and down the steps so he could go 

down the water slides at Magic 

Mountainôs water slide park and 

many rides at Disneyland.  The trip 

taught the therapist more about tak-

ing care of a child with disabilities 

than any classroom could have ever 

taught him!  Upon returning home 

from the trip, the very exhausted 

therapist sat beside Dannyôs Mom in 

the airport and asked, ñHow do you 

do it?ò  Dannyôs Mom replied, ñNow 

you know why we donôt always get 

the exercises done that you expect.ò   
 

At the age of 12, following a surgery 

to defuse Dannyôs left knee, he was 

never able to be properly fitted for 

braces and he transitioned full time 

to his wheelchair.  At his middle 

school graduation Danny shocked 

many people as he left the stage 

bumping down the stairs in his 

wheelchair.  He did this again when 

he graduated from high school in 

2002. 
 

Dannyôs last surgery at Shriners was 

in 1999.  He had a rod put in his 

back which allowed him to sit more 

comfortably.  At that time Danny 

had had 20 of his 29 surgeries, leav-

ing Shriners at the age of 21. 

 

Since he spent so much time at 

Shriners Hospitals for ChildrenÈ-

Portland, it was a natural fit that he 

became a volunteer at the Hospitality 

Desk.  He wanted to volunteer where 

he could be with the patients.  When 

he started, it was like a reunion as he 

seemed to know most of the staff and 

many of the patients. 
 

He is very bright and easily learned 

the functions of the Hospitality 

Desk.  He works Tuesday and Thurs-

day and loves his job!  The one word 

that describes Danny is ñdedicatedò.  

He needs assistance to get out of  bed 

in the morning and to volunteer. His 

only two choices for a time to get 

this help were 3:30 am or 6:00 am.  

He takes public transportation and 

needs to be at the hospital at 7:00 

am, so on the days he volunteers, he 

gets up at 3:30 am and volunteers 

until 4:30 pm.  This is a long day, 

but he wouldnôt have it any other 

way. 
 

Even with these two grueling days, 

Danny still wants to be called if heôs 

needed to fill another shift.   

Danny has helped with numerous 

special events and recently has taken 

on the task of learning how to give 

tours.  He is always willing to help 

out.  Danny has a sweet spirit and a 

wonderful jolly laugh.  The Shriners 

Hospitals for ChildrenÈ-Portland is 

so pleased to have Danny as one of 

their volunteers.
